Select Audio/Video
from the top toolbar

Click “Audio/Video”

Enter a title in only ONE of 
the boxes.  These are all 
“starts with” type searches, 
so your results will be 
returned alphabetically in a 
list, in the old card catalog 
style.

Note that searching for music 
titles works best in an 
“Advanced Search.”
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Audio Book Title: Type 
in a title in the second box 
and click “Go.”

Your results are 
returned in a list.
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Video/DVD Title: Type 
in a title in the first box 
and click “Go.”

Your results are 
returned in a list.

The list will include items you did not 
specifically search for.  The search does 
not look at specific records, but only at 
a list of titles sorted alphabetically and 
displays the location where your title 
should appear.
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
