Opening the 
newspaper index

Click the “Online Resources” 
tab at the top of the page

Click the “Local Newspaper 
Index” link.

The newspaper index lets you search by 
title, author, subject, or any descriptive 
word.  Your search results give you the 
article’s citation information and abstract.
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For example:

Click “Starts with” to switch 
to a “starts with” search.

Starts with . . .

A starts with search always returns an 
alphabetical list of results.  You can browse the 
list by clicking the next and previous buttons.

Note how we get a list of subjects.  Click a 
subject to see the actual associated articles.

Search

Enter the term, click “Go,” 
and the results page opens.

Click an article title for 
more details.
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Different Types 
of Keyword 
Searches

ANY WORD – searches the 
entire article record for your 
search term

TITLE – only searches the  
article’s title for your search 
term

AUTHOR – only searches 
the  article’s author for your 
search term

SUBJECT – only searches 
the  article’s subject for your 
search term.  Subject search 
terms can be types of people, 
events, regions, etc.  For 
example, we’ll look up 
“snow,” a search that is sure 
to return results in this area.
